Join Stan Sperlak, PSA and Alicia Medaglia, Unwritten Chapters for a ten day trip to paint and explore
Kyoto and the neighboring mountains and lakes of Japan. Zen gardens and temples, castles, jade green
rivers, bamboo forests, monkeys, and a very unique culture abound in the majestic land of Japan's
Emperors.

This trip is limited to twelve adventurous souls who will be staying together in traditional Japanese
accommodations right in the heart of Kyoto.

May to June in Kyoto is known to be considered a pleasant time to visit Japan, with mild and
warm weather that isn't yet oppressively hot or humid.

Workshop Program Details and Fees

Fee: $4495 per participant as outlined below in the “Deposit and Payment” section. Please note: All
times are local Japan times unless otherwise noted.

Fee includes: Six comprehensive four- to five-hour art instruction sessions with demonstrations
conducted by Master Artist Stan Sperlak, followed by ample painting time with Stan’s guidance. There
will be plenty of private time for additional painting, mentoring and discussions with Stan, as well as
plenty of free time; lodging (shared rooms) in Kyoto, 6 pm May 27, 2026. Checkout is at 8 am on June
5th, 2026. Transportation will be provided from cottages to painting sites and activities; six continental
breakfasts, five lunches, six dinners; excursions and activities as highlighted below.

Students will land in Japan to join our welcome dinner (Exact location TBA) in Kyoto May 27th (in Japan
Standard Time) and will make their way to lodging closeby.

Excursions and activities include but not limited to: Maruyama Park, Ryoan-ji, Kinkaku-ji (Golden
Pavilion), Nishiki Market, Arashiyama Bamboo Grove, Togetsukyo Bridge, Fushimi Inari Shrine, Echizen
Washi paper-making excursion, streetscape, gardens, and other various shrines characteristic of the city
that was the capital of Japan and home to the emperor for over a thousand Years. . Note: substitutions may
be made as circumstances warrant.

In Kyoto students will balance time between instruction and touring. Students will check out and make
their way to the airport of choice on June 5th.

Your participation in this Workshop is appreciated, and we will work hard to ensure a great experience,
however there are always situations beyond our control and each student needs to be responsible for their
actions and precautions when utilizing art supplies, working outdoors and traveling. Sponsoring
workshop entities have taken much care to provide suitable places to paint and study and be safe from
adverse conditions.

Some of these things, including but not limited to, are the presence of insects and wildlife, natural flora
and weather. When we hike and choose locations, be careful of natural uneven ground, holes and things
you may trip on. Do not climb stairs if you are unable. Remember sometimes we are at places like a rustic
camp and many things are temporary in nature. Also to be aware of your equipment at all times, as we
cannot be responsible for loss.

Use sunscreen, drink plenty of water, use insect repellent, stay out of high grass, don 't put your bags in
high grass, brushy areas (poison ivy etc), sit occasionally. Dress according to the plans for the day and
remember there are tidal waters in many places, and rivers in others. Please shower or scrub daily and
before eating to keep pastel dust and other ointments out of your food.

In foreign workshops, since so much time is spent together, it is critical you agree to work together with
the organizers to be timely, supplies ready to go, courteous and occasionally willing to help in minor
chores in the homes. Share the internet and be open to changing seats at tables and vehicles to give others
a different view and additional companionship. Any disruptive behavior may cause a participant to be
removed from the workshop.
